HENRY PAGE / BANGOR NOON KIWANIS 
PENOBSCOT 4-H FUND GUIDELINES
Purpose
The Henry Page / Bangor Noon Kiwanis Penobscot 4-H Fund is sponsored by the Bangor Noon Kiwanis in honor of Mr. Henry Page.  Henry was a great man and heavily involved in the Bangor community where he was a dairy farmer for forty years.  He was also active in the Kiwanis, Penobscot County Cooperative Extension, and Maine 4-H.

This annual resource is a tribute to Henry Page and his passion for community, agriculture, and philanthropy.
These grants are available to 4-H Clubs and individuals who are members of 4-H clubs in Penobscot County.  The funds can be used for events, trips, community service projects, and other costs related to approved 4-H activities.  These funds are not to be used for basic supplies or operating costs of the club.  Individual 4-H members applying for funds can only use the grant to pay for participation in national or state sponsored 4-H activities.  
Grant Application Guidelines
1. No grant for a single club’s project will exceed $400.  The grant award will not contribute an amount exceeding fifty percent of a proposed project’s anticipated budget.
2. Grant amounts awarded to individuals will be determined on a case-by-case basis.
3. Documentation of the project’s progression and completion must be sent to the Pine Tree State 4-H Foundation within 60 days of the project’s scheduled end date.

4. Proposals must clearly show the benefit of the recommended project.

5. Proposals must show a concise plan of action. 

6. Club members must detail life skills that will be gained as a result of the project.  At least one skill must be specific to the project or event.
7. Clubs may apply for only one grant per project and may apply up to two times per year.  Prior grantees must have all project requirements completed before a new application will be considered.
8. Clubs and individuals who are awarded a grant will be required to give a presentation about their experience to the Kiwanis.

Question & Answer

How do I calculate how much funding my club can ask for?

To calculate the maximum amount your club can request, simply divide the fee for the club’s proposed budget by two. However, keep in mind the maximum request is $400.  Example: Club A proposes a community service project that will cost $300.  The most they can request is $150.  Club B proposes an educational trip to the Metropolitan Museum of Art with a budget of $2,500.  They can request $400. 
What do you mean when you say individual grant amounts will be determined on a case-by-case basis?

There are many factors that will influence the decisions of the committee members when determining an amount to award to an individual Penobscot County 4-H member.  Factors will include, but are not limited to: need, motivation of the 4-H member, enthusiasm of the 4-H member, and prior experiences.   

What type of documentation is acceptable?

Photos, videos, journals, artwork, displays, and / or poems are all acceptable ways to document your project.  Please feel free to propose other creative methods of documentation.  Documentation must be sent to the Foundation.  Clubs and individuals are welcome and encouraged to present the information at the fairs and other venues, but must also send documentation to the state office.
What is a plan of action?
A plan of action shows your club agreed on a project or event and documented the necessary actions and participants to accomplish your goal.    
What is a project specific skill?
Learning about U.S. History and government following a trip to D.C. is a project specific skill.  It is a skill that is original to your project or event.  Learning to work as a team would not be project specific because there are several different ways to practice that skill. 
What are the details for presenting to the Kiwanis?

The Kiwanis invite all 4-H clubs and individuals who receive a Page Grant to present at their meeting in August of each year.  Awardees will be expected to speak about their project and answer questions for a timeframe of 5 to 15 minutes.  Visual displays, such as pictures or articles are encouraged, but not required.
What are considered national or state sponsored 4-H activities?

National 4-H activities include, but are not limited to: Citizenship Washington Focus, Wonders of Washington, the International Exchange Program, Conference, Congress, and the National Technology Conference.  State 4-H activities include, but are not limited to: Teen Conference, EDGE, Tanglewood 4-H Camp, GIS/GPS Camp, and costs associated with participating in the fairs.  Individual grants will not be awarded for participation in activities that are not state or national 4-H events.  If you have a question about whether or not an event is eligible for a Page grant, please contact a Page grant committee member.
